Pam Hubbell is coordinating the signage.  She showed a design and the subcommittee discussed possible improvements.

Subcommittee meeting minutes

The subcommittee discussed a suggestion made at a previous meeting by Ralph Reibli, a member of the community.  His suggestion was that the subcommittees should keep minutes, and that those should be published ahead of the KTPG meeting. 

John Garrison agreed with this idea, saying that the current agendas are not informative enough to allow the community to truly understand the agenda item.  If the subcommittee minutes are available prior to the KTPG meeting, the community could be better informed about what the subcommittee did and did not consider.  Also, this would provide much more context for the item as it appears on the KTPG agenda.  This would be helpful for the KTPG members as well, so they could better understand an action item before being asked to vote on it.
Bob Coffin had reservations about the burden being placed on subcommittee chairs to have to take minutes.

John Garrison pointed out that the subcommittee is free to appoint a secretary, and that the minutes need not capture every detail of the meeting.
All the subcommittee members participated in a discussion to seek a balance between the desire to inform the community and the desire to not unnecessarily burden the subcommittees.

Motion to require the Project Review subcommittee to take and publish minutes
Motion – John M. Garrison made a motion:

Requiring that the KTPG Project Review subcommittee take meeting minutes and report those minutes out in draft form prior to the full KTPG meeting.

Seconded by Frank Doft
Motion passed 4-1 with Bob Coffin voting against

Motion to require all subcommittees to include the wording of approved motions, for inclusion into the KTPG agenda.

Motion – John M. Garrison made a motion:
All subcommittees are encouraged to take minutes even if they are not required to.  At a minimum, each subcommittee must report the wording of any motion that is approved by the subcommittee so that it can be included in the KTPG agenda.
