23 members of the community who say they are in opposition to the project.  No community member indicated they were neutral or in favor of the tower.

Tom Adam announced that the applicant would not be in attendance and that he had received word within the previous 24 hours that the project is on hold.

P. Tucker – called AT&T and expressed concern about the tower going on the hillside.  She expressed her concern about the slope and environmental impacts.  She asked if there was an environmental report.  AT&T told her there would not be an environmental report because it is just a bunch of date.  She showed a petition with 100 names so far that are concerned about the project.

Several other members of the community spoke against the project.  They have collected 100 names on a petition against the project.
Bob Coffin discussed the larger city initiative to study cell site placement and the need to balance dependable communications access with aesthetics and other concerns.  Interested parties are invited to participate in those discussions.
